	Decision and Reasons: The officers used their authority (case law of R vs. Godoy) to legally enter the Complainant’s home and ensure the safety of all involved parties, based on the information from the 911 call and subsequent observations upon their arrival at the residence.

The Complainant was detained and handcuffed in response to his hostile demeanor, to ensure that a thorough investigation could be conducted, and to ensure the safety of all involved parties,
as per Section 9 – Arbitrary Detention, of the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms.

The responding officers used as much force as was necessary as per their training and authorities (Toronto Police Service procedure 15-01-Incident Response and Criminal Code of Canada, section 25(1)), to control the Complainant’s behaviour, and to ensure the safety of all involved parties.
