-The PSB investigation has established that the Respondent Officers acted professionally during both video interviews of the Complainant. At no point in time during the interviews was the Complainant mocked, or any insulting language used. 

- Based on a review and analysis of all information, the PSB investigation has determined that there was no evidence to support Insulting Language as the Respondent Officers acted professionally during their interaction with the Complainant.  As a result, with respect to this allegation, the conclusion is Unsubstantiated.

Conduct undermines Public Trust

- Based on a review and analysis of the information, the PSB Investigation has 
  determined that there is no evidence to establish Conduct Undermines Public Trust  
  as the 2015 alleged incident was investigated by the Children’s Aid Society, along 
  with the assistance of (Redacted). It was determined in both occurrences 
  there was no evidence to suggest any male attempted to influence, coerce, 
  manipulate or harass the Complainant therefore there were no criminal charges to 
  proceed with.
