The complainant alleged the two officers who attended the call for service should have engaged with her son or his friends to gather further information instead of leaving after paramedics advised they were not required. It was also alleged the homicide investigators did not complete a fulsome investigation into the circumstances surrounding her son’s death.

	Decision and Reasons: A thorough and fulsome investigation was completed which was supported by the evidence presented which concluded there was no intentional action brought upon the complainant’s son to cause his death. There was no further evidence to support the allegations brought forward by the complainant.
