	Summary of Complaint: On September 13, 2024, the complaiant reported that he was arrested in front of his residence. He stated that he had done nothing wrong and believed he should not have been arrested, particularly on his birthday.



The complainant indicated that the first responding officer arrived ons cene and described his behavior as professional. However, he claimed that when the second officer arrived, the situation escalated unnecessarily. The complainant stated that he was cooperative throughout the interaction and did not resist arrest, yet alleges that the second responding officer used excessive force by slamming him to the ground before placing him in the police cruiser. He also reported that he was not informed of the reason for his arrest at the time.



Once at the Police Station, The complainant alleged that officers intentionally blocked the view of the cell surveillance camera in order to retighten his handcuffs and that he was punched several times while inside the cell.



The following morning, the complainant noticed significant swelling in his left foot and reported it to the Duty Officer. He was transported to the hospital, where an emergency physician informed him that his foot and three toes were fractured.
