Decision and Reasons

The complainant alleged that three officers neglected their duties and undermined public trust by
failing to take appropriate action related to the removal of signage, breaches of no-contact or
non-communication orders, and general neighbour disputes. Each officer reported efforts to
mediate and resolve the conflicts, exercising discretion based on the assessment of evidence and
public interest. After comprehensive review of applicable legislation, evidence, witness
statements, and conduct standards, there was no indication of neglect of duty or discreditable
conduct that would undermine public confidence in policing. Consequently, all allegations against
the officers were unsubstantiated.
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
