Respondent Officer 1 (RO1)

Finding: This investigation has revealed the officer was in the lawful performance of their duties
and acted in accordance with all governing authorities.

RO1 conducted a thorough at-scene investigation by collecting all of the available evidence and
was not able to establish Reasonable Grounds to Believe that an offence had been committed.
As such, RO1 could not proceed with an arrest of any persons, nor was an occurrence report
required to initiate any further investigation.

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient
evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred.
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
