Officers attended the scene, and determined that a consentual fight had occurred.  The complainant and his spouse disagreed, and did not believe it as a consensual fight.  



The complainant was not satisfied with the quality of the police investigation.

	Decision and Reasons: An investigation by the Professional Standards Investigator found that the responding officers promptly attended the call for service, and conducted a thorough investigation.  



The initial police investigation revealed that all available evidence lead to a conclusion that the argument was a consensual fight, and that grounds for Criminal Charges did not exist.  The officers actions were found to be in adherance with police policy and best practices.
