In conclusion, there is insufficient evidence to reasonably conclude RO#1 or RO#2 broke into the
complainant's residence or acted in a manner which would undermine the public’s trust in policing.
RO#1 and RO #2 were both polite with the complainant during the interaction and did not enter
the residence. Their actions were objectively reasonable and they both acted within their
authorities as provided by the Criminal Code of Canada, common law, and the Trespass to
Property Act.

This investigation has found insufficient evidence to support what the complainant had claimed in
the complaint. Therefore, based on a review and analysis of the available information, the
investigation has determined that there is insufficient evidence to establish that misconduct
occurred.
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
