Decision and Reasons

The Complainant alleges she attempted to report to Officers she was being sexually assaulted.
The Complainant told the Investigator she was being sexually assaulted by ghosts and spirits
through the dark web and by remote controlled devices. It is likely the Officers the Complainant
spoke with directed her to seek assistance for her mental health rather than commence a sexual
assault investigation. Respondent Officers were not identified.

The Respondent Officer was detailed to attend a 911 call for a person in crisis. The Complainant
called to report she was being sexually assaulted by invisible people. The Respondent Officer
made the decision to apprehend the Complainant under the Mental Health Act. The Respondent
Officer is a member of the Mobile Crisis Intervention Team, trained in intervening with persons in
crisis. He attended with paramedics and a mental health crisis nurse. The Complainant refused
to cooperate with paramedics and then fought with officers as they attempted to apprehend her
resulting in the Respondent Officer using handcuffs to restrain the Complainant. As the
Complainant struggled the Respondent Officer used the appropriate level of force to apprehend
the Complainant.
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
