The complainant was at the Canadian Mental Health Office(CMHA) in relation to his medication.
The complainant was arrested by officers, slammed him into a chair, and caused injuries to his
lungs and slammed his head into a door. The complainant told the officers that the handcuffs were
too tight and they caused cuts on his wrists. The complainant was apprehended under section 17
of the Mental Health Act

Decision and Reasons

Police attend the Canadian Mental Health office in relation to staff being threatened by the
complainant. The behavior of the complainant was extremely agitated to very calm during
conversations with officers. Grounds were formed to apprehend the complainant under section 17
of the Mental Health Act of Ontario that give officers the ability to detain and bring a person to be
assessed by a physician. While attempting to gain control of the the complainant a struggle
insured which required three officers to apprehend the complainant. During the apprehension the
complaint attempted to spit on the officers and was held against a wall. A third party witness
confirmed that the complainant was held against a wall not a chair.

During transportation in the police vehicle to the hospital the complainant attempted to remove
the handcuffs by pulling on his hands and then moving his hands from behind his body to the front
by bending and pulling his hands under his feet. A very difficult process in the back of a police
vehicle. This caused substantial pressure on the wrists. The Complainant was told to stop but
refused. the Handcuffs were double locked at the time to prevent them from getting tighter.

No injuries were observed by an independent witness at Canadian mental health. Bruising was
observed by the arresting officers. The complainant was seen by a physician o fracture was
reported and no other injuries.

The bruising and small abrasions were caused by the complainant.
