	Decision and Reasons: The Complainant entered a RIDE checkpoint and was requested to pull to the side of the road by the Respondent Officers and surrender their driver's licence. After a query into the Complainant's criminal history, the Respondent Officers believed that the Complainant had an active warrant for his arrest and he was subsequently arrested on the strength of the warrant. A short time later, it was determined that the warrant was for a different individual with a similar name, and the Complainant was immediately released from custody and warned for  Highway Traffic Act offences. 

Statements were obtained from the Respondent Officers and In-Car Camera and video supplied by the Complainant was reviewed. 

Based on the totality of the evidence it was determined that the Respondent Officers had an honest, but mistaken belief that the Complainant had an active warrant and their actions did not amount to misconduct.
