	Summary of Complaint: The Complainant alleged the Respondent Officers used excessive force during an apprehension. The Complainant alleged he was dehumanized and not treated with dignity.

	Decision and Reasons: The Complainant alleged the Respondent Officers used unnecessary force and undermined public trust. He stated he was injured, his requests were dismissed, and he required more medical treatment for physical injuries than for mental health.  

The Respondent Officers responded to the Complainant self-harming and threatening suicide and were satisfied an apprehension was justified. The Complainant was located, ran away, resisted, and they took physical control. He self-inflicted injuries while in custody and under transport. Once safely at hospital he was provided with foot coverings and water.

After a comprehensive review of applicable legislation, evidence, witness statements, and conduct standards, there was no indication of Public - Undermine Public Trust, or Public - Unnecessary Force. Consequently, all allegations against the officers were unsubstantiated.
