Allegation - Section 16(1) Improper use of position.

Decision and Reasons

Police work in co-ordination with the security guards / company hired by the organizers of the
exhibition to ensure safety for all attendees of the event. Any prohibited activity results in
immediate removal from the event and the exhibition grounds. On the 20th September 2025,
when police arrived at the exhibition grounds the security guards were dealing with a large group
of youths who were fighting. All were being removed by security and they requested the
assistance of police in removing all youth involved.

The complainants son and a friend were identified by security as being involved and the officer
even confirmed with security their involvement prior to escorting them off the property. The
allegation from security was that the youth were involved in a prohibited activity and therefore,
police were acting within their authority under the trespass to property act in removing the youth.
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
