	Summary of Complaint: A complainant reported that during a roadside sobriety check, an officer conducted the interaction in an aggressive and discourteous manner. The complainant alleged that the officer used insulting language, forcibly inspected child car seats while the children remained inside, and made remarks that the complainant perceived as inappropriate. The complainant further alleged that the officer’s inspection extended beyond the lawful scope of the stop and resulted in an unnecessarily prolonged detention in cold weather.
	Code of Conduct Allegations: Section 8 — Unlawful Detention - This section states that a police officer shall not authorize or make a physical or psychological detention if the officer knows or reasonably ought to know that the detention is unlawful.

Section 12 — Uncivil to Public - This section states that a police officer shall not use abusive language or otherwise treat any person in an abusive manner in the course of their duties.
	Decision and Reasons: Allegation – Unlawful/Improper Detention
The investigator reviewed statements from the Complainant and his spouse, the Respondent Officer's statement and police notes, police reports, electronic ticket data, and relevant legislation and authority to conduct RIDE programs. The evidence confirmed the officer was lawfully conducting a sobriety checkpoint and observed safety issues with child seats. Police officers in Ontario have statutory authority to stop vehicles for the purpose of checking sobriety and enforcing road safety laws. This authority is exercised through the RIDE program and officers may act on other observed HTA violations during a lawful stop, such as improperly installed child seats. The officer's notes and ticket timestamps did not support the allegation of excessive detention.

Allegation - Uncivil to Public
The investigator reviewed statements from the Complainant and his spouse and the Respondent Officer's statement and police notes. There was conflicting evidence regarding language and physical interaction. No independent verification existed. The officer denied the conduct, and their notes recorded nothing unusual about the traffic stop.
