Decision and Reasons

RO #1, RO #2 and RO #3 attended a parking lot to investigate a potential impaired driver at a
motor vehicle collision.

Upon arrival, the complainant was observed to be at a heightened stated and agitated. The
complainant charged at an officer who was turning off the complainant's vehicle. RO #3 put their
arm out to stop the complainant. The complainant punched RO #3 in the chin, which resulted in
RO #1 and RO #2 arresting the complainant. The complainant remained uncooperative during
the arrest. The complainant was arrested for Obstruct Police.

Video surveillance and security guard statements provided corroborating evidence to support the
respondent officers' account of events.

There was no evidence to suggest excessive force being used and no evidence of undermining
public trust.
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
