A police officer shall not, in the course of their duties, use abusive language with any person or otherwise treat any person in a manner that is abusive. 

	Decision and Reasons: There is insufficient information to substantiate the claim of using abusive language.  The information between the LECA complaint and the audio statement are inconsistent with each another.  The complainant also states another inconsistency when he says that the RO returns on the Sunday night and is flashing his high beams in his window.  The Complainant's  information can’t be relied upon with the inconsistencies.  The Complainant claimed, that the RO returned on the Sunday night.  The RO had been dispatched to an abandoned vehicle in that area.  

The RO in his statement denies the allegations made by the Complainant.  The RO's statement is backed up by the statement of Witness Officer(WO) who was present at the time of the call.  The WO states that “at no point during the incident were any slurs or insults uttered by officers.”  There is no reason to disbelieve the RO or the WO.  As a result of this information, this allegation is unsubstantiated.
