	Summary of Complaint: On June 10, 2024, the Complainant reported that she had been assaulted while attending the Walk of Israel. The incident was reported to an officer on the date of the incident; however, the officer refused to arrest the suspect for assault.
	Code of Conduct Allegations: Performance of Duties - Section 19
	Decision and Reasons: This investigation revealed that the Respondent Officer was in the lawful performance of his duties and acted in accordance with all governing authorities. The interaction between the Complainant and the Respondent Officer took place amidst a heated and divisive protest. The Respondent Officer did not observe the onset of the altercation but quickly intervened to prevent the continuation or escalation of the incident. There were no injuries observed or indicated by any of the parties involved and the incident was determined to have been minor in nature. The Complainant was insistent that the Respondent Officer affect an arrest for the alleged assault.

The Respondent Officer utilized his discretion to not affect an arrest as the incident was not witnessed in its entirety, there were no complaints of injuries, and given the fact that the Complainant and her friend had intentionally placed themselves amongst the opposition to their protest in what could only be perceived as an intentional act to provoke the members of the Jewish Community.

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred.

Therefore, the allegation is unsubstantiated.
