Respondent Officer 1 (RO1) 

Finding: This investigation has revealed the officer was in the lawful performance of their duties and acted in accordance with all governing authorities. The Complainant alleged the Respondent Officer told him to “shut the fuck up” and there is no evidence to support the allegation. The Complainant refused to provide the video he stated to have in his possession. 

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred.

Therefore, the allegation is unsubstantiated.


Allegation #2 

Interactions with the Public

Section 10(1)- A police officer shall not conduct themselves in a manner that undermines, or is likely to undermine, public trust in policing.
