Decision and Reasons

Section 10 - Interaction with the Public - Undermine Trust - Unsubstantiated

The Complainant alleges that the Toronto Police Service member dismissed their claims related
to a suspicious incident call and dissuaded them from filing a report.

The service member identified in this investigation is a civilian and not a police officer. LECA and
the CSPA apply specifically to police officers. The investigation found that the civilian member
identified that the matter was not criminal in nature and did not require a report, this was further
confirmed by multiple police officers.

Section 13 - Interactions with the Public - Fail to Identify - Unsubstantiated

The Complainant alleges that the officer refused to provide identifying information when
requested.

The service member identified in this investigation is a civilian and not a police officer. LECA and
the CSPA apply specifically to police officers. The civilian member submits that they were never
asked for their identification. The involved police officers did not know the identity of the civilian
member as they were not privy to their information.

Section 19 - Performance of Duties - Unsubstantiated

The Complainant alleges that the officers failed to properly execute their duties by not submitting
an official report in relation to the suspicious incident call. The incident was addressed by the
civilian member, then by officers at the division and then finally by officers attending the scene. All
three instances the Toronto Police Service members independently determined that the incident
did not make out a criminal offence that would require a report to be submitted.
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
