	Decision and Reasons: Based on the evidence obtained and analysis of the interaction, the investigation resulted in the following findings: 

The complainant alleged the RO 's unprofessional behaviour led to chaos and more assaults by Police Service Constables. 
Allegation #1 is unsubstantiated, for the RO. 

After a thorough investigation, there was no evidence to suggest the RO's behaviour, on November 18th, 2024, were unlawful, and or would undermine public's trust. 

The complainant alleged the RO grabbed a peaceful protester, without provocation, from the back of his jacket, and flung him onto the northeast corner sidewalk. 
Allegation #2 is unsubstantiated, for the RO 

The audio recording submitted by the complainant did not demonstrate any evidence of him engaging with a protester that was "flung" after the incident, but rather loud chants by protesters calling police derogatory names such as ''fascious pigs", among other names. 

There was insufficient evidence to demonstrate the RO used unnecessary force during his interaction with a protester. There was no evidence to demonstrate the RO "flung" a protester to the ground.
