Decision and Reasons

The Complainant submitted a comprehensive LECA complaint alleging Neglect of Duty,
Unnecessary Use of Force, and Charter of Rights- Breach by multiple Respondent Officers in
relation to an Intimate Partner Violence (IPV) arrest and charge.

The combined evidence of the Respondent Officers was they attended an IPV occurrence,
investigated, and established reasonable grounds. In accordance with IPV policy they effected an
arrest. The Complainant was processed efficiently and released prior to speaking with counsel.
The investigation was conducted according to policy and generally accepted best practices.

After a comprehensive review of applicable legislation, evidence, witness statements, and
conduct standards, there was no indication of Public-Unnecessary Force or Duty-Neglect or Omit.
A Charter of Rights procedural issue was addressed locally though performance management
and did not meet the threshold of outright misconduct. Consequently, all allegations against the
officers were unsubstantiated.
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
