Finding: This investigation has revealed that the Respondent Officers acted in the lawful
performance of their duties in accordance with all governing authorities contained in the Criminal
Code, Toronto Police Service Procedures and best practices, as well as the Community Safety
and Policing Act. The Respondent Officers executed a judicially authorized search warrant at the
Complainant’s residence, were professional in their interaction and treated the Complainant and
her property with respect.

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient
evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred.
Therefore, the allegation is unsubstantiated.

Allegation #2 - Interactions with the Public

Finding: This investigation has revealed that the Respondent Officers acted in the lawful
performance of their duties in accordance with all governing authorities. The Respondent Officers
were consistent in their statements, and denied drawing and pointing their firearms at the
Complainant. The Respondent Officers were aware that the target of their investigation was in
custody at the time of the search warrant being executed. There was no evidence established by
the Investigator to contradict the Respondent Officer's account of the events.

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient
evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred.

Finding: This investigation has revealed that the Respondent Officers acted in the lawful performance of their duties in accordance with all governing authorities contained in the Criminal Code, Toronto Police Service Procedures and best practices, as well as the Community Safety and Policing Act. The Respondent Officers executed a judicially authorized search warrant at the Complainant’s residence, were professional in their interaction and treated the Complainant and her property with respect.

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred.

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred. Therefore, the allegation is unsubstantiated.

Allegation #3 - Performance of Duties

Finding: This investigation has revealed that the Respondent Officers acted in the lawful performance of their duties in accordance with all governing authorities. The Complainant was provided with a copy of the search warrant, however, the Respondent Officers were not authorized to provide a copy of the Information to Obtain (ITO). A sealing order restricting public access to the ITO was put in place by the authorizing justice.

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred. Therefore, the allegation is unsubstantiated.

Allegation #4 - Performance of Duties

Finding: This investigation has revealed that the Respondent Officers acted in the lawful performance of their duties in accordance with all governing authorities. The Respondent Officers complied with all requirements listed in the Toronto Police Service Procedure related to search warrants.

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred. Therefore, the allegation is unsubstantiated.
