Decision and Reasons

On January 28th, 2026 the Professional Standards Bureau of the Police Service received the
LECA complaint and commenced an investigation.

The investigation revealed the Complainant's son had been involved in a physical altercation with
another person while playing sports at a local park. The responding officers took investigative
steps including interviewing witnesses to the altercation, making attempts to obtain video
surveillance, reviewing medical documentation and consultation with the Crown Attorney.

Upon review of the investigation by the Professional Standards Bureau it was determined that the
responding officers conducted a fulsome investigation and therefore no misconduct had taken
place. The complaint was deemed Unsubstantiated.
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
