Section 7(1) - This investigation has revealed the officers were in the lawful performance of their duties and acted in accordance with all governing authorities. RO2 and RO3 were acting on information provided by RO1 who advised them CW1 was CW2. 

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred

Unlawful Detention

Section 8(1) - This investigation determined that the officers were acting in the lawful performance of their duties and in accordance with all governing authorities. RO2 and RO3 relied on the information provided to them by RO1, and on that basis detained CW1. Once they confirmed that CW1 did not have an outstanding warrant, he was released immediately.

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred.

Fail to Comply with Procedures

Section 27 - This investigation determined that the officers were acting in the lawful performance of their duties and in accordance with all governing authorities. The RO's followed TPS procedures appropriately based on the information provided to them regarding the arrest of CW1, and they subsequently released CW1 unconditionally once it was confirmed that no warrant existed.

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred.
