Interactions with the Public

Finding: This investigation has revealed the officers were in the lawful performance of their duties and acted in accordance with all governing authorities. Both officers conducted a fail to comply investigation and made efforts to locate and outstanding suspect. They attended an address provided to them by the original caller, accessed the common area of the residence and made inquiries into the whereabouts of the outstanding suspect. RO1 captured the identification of the solo male occupant to satisfy themselves of the male not being one in the same as the outstanding suspect. When asked about needing a warrant RO1 made a generic response and did not provide further details. With the officers conducting a criminal investigation, information known to officers and deemed as evidence is not disclosed to any persons as that may jeopardize the investigation. 

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred.

Therefore, the allegation is unsubstantiated.

Finding: This investigation has revealed the officers were in the lawful performance of their duties and acted in accordance with all governing authorities. Both officers attended the residential address identified by the caller as a possible location for the outstanding suspect. Upon approaching the address, they found the side door to insecure and had full view of what they believed was a common area of a multi-unit basement. Both officers accessed that common area in order to conduct a door knock. Neither officer searched nor collect any evidence within the common area, nor did they remain once they concluded their on-scene investigation. No entry was ever made within the personal residence of any tenant(s). 

Based on the available information, the Investigator has concluded that there is insufficient evidence to establish reasonable grounds that misconduct has occurred.

Therefore, the allegation is unsubstantiated.
