	Summary of Complaint: The Complainant in this matter contacted police in order to report an assault that she believed she was the victim of. 

The Complainant alleges that the officers neglected their duties by failing to complete a thorough investigation prior to making a final determination on whether charges would be laid or not. 

Further, the Complainant alleges that officers made a determination on charges based not on the evidence of the offence but instead on her race, thereby discriminating against her under a protected ground in the Human Rights Code.

	Decision and Reasons: Section 5 - Human Rights and The Charter - Unsubstantiated.

The Investigator relied on the Body Worn Camera (BWC) footage captured by the officers involved. The officers recorded the entire interaction with the complainant. During the investigation the Complainant noted that she felt the officers were being biased in their decision making. Officers questioned the Complainant on how they were displaying bias but the Complainant could not articulate what she was experiencing. 

The BWC footage of the entire investigation shows that at no time was race of the involved parties discussed by the officers.  

Section 19 - Performance of Duties

The investigator relied on BWC as well as the evidence collected by the on scene officers. The Complainant has alleged that the officers failed to properly collect all video of the incident and that they dismissed the information she provided them to demonstrate an intent to assault her. 

The Investigator found that the officers collected all pertinent video which showed all interactions between the suspect and the Complainant for the entire time they were on scene. Further, the Complainant described to the officers, as well as detailed in her LECA complaint, statement that were made that show intent to assault her. The investigator found that these statements did not demonstrate clear intent. Lastly, based on the minor nature of the physical contact, officers correctly exercised their discretion to not bring charges before the courts.
