The Landlord and Tenant Tribunal adjudicated the concerns that were raised between the Complainant and their tenants. The Tribunal issued a ruling on the matter and that ruling supported the actions of the officer and what he had communicated to both the Complainant and the tenants at the time of the investigations.
