Decision and Reasons

The Respondent Officers responded to a 911 call for intimate partner violence. The Complainant
alleges the Respondent Officers disregarded her account due to her race and unlawfully arrested
her husband.

Video evidence shows the Respondent Officers did not contravene the Human Rights Code, nor
did they treat the Complainant in an adverse manner. The Respondent Officers were professional
in their dealings with the Complainant and formed reasonable grounds the Complainant was the
victim of domestic violence. There is no evidence to show the Respondent Officers discriminated
against the Complainant.

Video evidence shows the Respondent Officers conducted a thorough investigation and had
reasonable grounds to believe the Complainant’s husband had assaulted her and were obligated
by law to arrest him.
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
